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PHATIC FUNCTION
IN ACADEMIC DISCOURSE

The paper puts forward the hypothesis that in ag@dediscourse the phatic
function not only provides the discourse contindityt also possesses a discourse-
organizing feature. It helps lectures be continueed structured with the help of
certain lecture specific tokens, which we haveechphatic tokens. This assumption is
substantiated with the example of questions irutestas a genre recurrent element,
which, together with other tokens, not only prosider the continuity but also
structures lectures at the discourse level.

Key words:phatic function, subsidiary and main discourse, sfigeis, discourse
structure, discourse continuity, academic discourse

There have been a number of studies on the phatitibn of language that
have mainly considered phaticity as a means &avihg communication in
marginal phasedLaver, 1975: 218/. Its basic role has been atter&zed as that of
making the speech sobund polite, avoiding silence, diffusing hostjlity
acknowledging the presence of another person ajuyielg each other’'s preserice
/Malinowski, 1923: 314-315/. But what we argue hisréhat this interpretation of
the phatic function is narrow and incomplete beeatiss more than just a simple
means to be socially active /Malinowski, 1923; Yaan, 1960/ and ‘semantically
‘empty’ /Coupland, Coupland, Robinsoh992: 210/. In our understanding, the
realization of the phatic function is wider tharatthThe former studies on the
function seem to have analyzed it only at the lenfethe subsidiary discourse
/Montgomery, 1977/. Yet, as the analysis of ouranat has shown, here as well
the phatic function is broader in its applicatibiart simply a function that has no
semantic markedness. Moreover, phaticity has nen loevestigated at the level of
the main discourse where its role is to structhe discourse through the tokens
that provide the continuity of the subsidiary diss®. The present paper focuses
on the use of questions in lectures. It is shovat ieing defined as phatic tokens,
that is genre specific and recurrent elements, toqunssprovide the continuity of
lectures at the level of the subsidiary discourse structure the discourse at the
level of the main discourse.
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As for the model of discourse structure of lectumes proceed from the one
proposed by Montgomery /1977/. Montgomery diffelsies between two planes
of discourse, and each of them has its constitalemhents. The first plane is the
subsidiary one that is dependent on the main ptanexpanding, evaluating or
commenting on it /Montgomery, 1977/. It has twodtions out of which we will
focus on glossing which is incorporated in restgtiqualifying, and commenting
/ibid.: 100/.

The second is the main plane whetee'lecturer says what he’s going to talk
about, says it, and then sums up what he's’ shibntgomery, 1977: 111/. It
consists of speech acts which are called epistdehivewo members: focusing
members that open and end the episode, and infgrmmambers that occur
between the beginning and end of the episode. Basade results we obtained it
should be noted that the role and function of pitgtihas not been properly
observed on the main plane of discourse. The aisatf our factual material has
revealed that it is phaticity that helps to stroetand organize the main discourse.

A question arises: 'Why do we need to study lestatethe discourse level in
terms of structure?' The answer is that becauseoulise structure impacts
discourse perceptiofCamiciottoli, 2007;Brown & Manogue 2001/. By this we
indicate that as soon there is ‘structure on th#@eastd covered’ /Westwood,996:
68/ the information perception becomes easier /2013/. As Michael Faradey
has stated in ‘Advice to a lecturer’:

.... a lecturer should endeavor... to obtain... tvey of clothing his thoughts

and ideas in language smooth and harmonious &ahd aame time simple and

easy. His periods should be complete and expressoreveying clearly the

whole of the idea. /Murray, 1999, quoted in Malask016: 70/

But, in our view, the notion of structure at theatiurse level is not something
that exists itself and has to be taken for grameidis acquired due to the phatic
function. Therefore, we have proposed the idea ithigt the phatic function that
adheres structure to the discourse through thecptaktens which are the genre
specific and recurrent elements /Malinowski, 1938nft, 2009; Jakobson, 1960;
Laver, 1974/. Moreover, we do not share the vieat they are only functional
units but think that they are functionally more iaetbut never ‘semantically
empty’ /Coupland, Coupland and Robinson, 1992: 2lt0b6ur view, the meaning
of the token becomes secondary because of the mbowally patterned nature of
the genre /Bhati®004 Paltridge, 2006/ but it is never absent as, ifetevso, there
would be no difference which token is used and when

Interrogative sentences or questions, as lecturgnent elements, are a key to
understand how discourse structure is acquiredugfirophatic tokens. For the
purposes of the present study, questions have aéealyzed in the corpus of 6
lectures on Natural Sciences that have been uploasla part of OpenCourseWare
policy run by world-known universities /MIT, Oxfardrale, etc/. All the lectures
have been delivered by 6 different lecturers. s thanner we have attempted to
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avoid the issue related to the stylistic prefereat¢he language use so that the
speech style of the lecturer does not impact te fiesults. The lecturers are native
speakers of English.

For the start the analysis has been conducted emsuhsidiary plane. As a
lecture recurrent and genre specific element oa fiéne questions have been
researched by many scholars who have come up wéilious functional
interpretations of interrogative sentences /Schl&€f09; Camiciottoli, 2007;
Dafouz-Milne & Garcia, 2013, et al./. We not onlgree with the most of the
functional interpretations presented but also havealed several more. Moreover,
we have also noticed that questions have the feafunultifunctioning in the same
context which has been discussed by Chang onlyhiefcommonquestion typés
/Chang, 2012: 110, quoted in DafeMiine, Garcia, 2013: 136/. It has also been
shown that these functions, which operate simutiasky, are of equal status: none
of them is Inferior’ or ‘superiof over the others /Jacobson, 1960/ as a phatic
token.

The analysis of the functional realization Right? as a phatic token in this
particular context indicates that it has multiplendtions. The first function
(relatively ordered) of this question is to verifiye preceding idea in order to
eliminate any possible doubts about the informatiarthfulness (it is made
doubtless that the application dhé inverse Fourier transfornis the answer to
how to ‘computé the ‘amplitude and phasg’by functioning as abooster that
strengthens the truthfulness of the statement aamitesthe latter more persuasive
/Hyland, 1998/. Secondly, with the help of the disesthe lecturer focuses the
audience’s attention on the matter highlightingt it awareness is crucial. This
functional property has also been mentioned by éxthi2009/. We share his
position that withRight? the professor does not have the intention to eécit
response but wants to stress the importance ofpikat of information and the
necessity to be aware of it. We assume that thistiion is applied to help students
understand what information to concentrate on norerder to succeed in exams
and mid-terms (here the professor has focused timersts’ attention onthe
inverse Fourier transforinas a means tocompute the amplitude and phaby
indicating that the computation with the transfasressential to know). Thirdly,
the question is a means in the lecturer's handtoaosound overbearing and
authoritative, to diminish the sense of pressur¢henearner. Psychologically it is
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hard for students to be in the role of a learnat ahthe one who is constantly
taught, hence the delivery manner must be lessrddimg. For that the lecturer
makes up the atmosphere that he lacks the infawmatind the response of the
audience is the only way to fill in the informatigap. This behavior makes the
audience appreciate their role as learners who atsy know what the lecturer
needs as an answer to his question. In reality,pgvéormance of creating the
conditions to feedback is a simulation to get fidhe impression that lecturers are
the only ‘tenors’ /Halliday, 1978: 143/ who are krledgeable. The function of the
guestion generates ‘common group membership’ /HlylAB898/ by functioning as
a Modal question tag /Schie€009/ but with a difference that this very quasti
does not offer the turn (there is no pause, gestdaeial expressions and/or the
context to signal that). Fourthly, as far as thetuee is delivered by the lecturer,
there is a need to create the atmosphere thattubderds are not ignored in the
teaching process and are ‘interacted’ /Goffman,119@ioted in Malavska, 2016:
67; DafouzMilne & Garcia,2013/. The appropriate atmosphere is made up with
the application oRight?in an interrogative form which has the power faating

a person’s attention subconsciously /Hoffeld, 2016/reality this is simply an
imitation to involvement through the interrogatieem of the statement which may
also happen in the case of self-answered quedtiansserve to induce the student
into thinking that what is taking place is an iatgive sharing of ideas and
information’ /Bamford, 2005¢uoted in DafouzMilne and Garcia, 2013: 140/. Of
course, firstly, in our caseinduce to thinkis interpreted as creating the illusion
because we take lecturers as pedagogues who knewohwork with the audience
with the right method to teach and not ‘induce’d aecondly, this is not a self-
answered question but an anaphor that is depenolenthe preceding and,
sometimes, following statement (in case of sigmphkmhat to expect next the
question functions as a cataphor). All the fundidecoded are equal with no sense
of ‘dominance’ or ‘inferiority’ /Jacobson, 1960/ igh has been mentioned by
Jacobson in his study on phatic phrases.

As we see the only function the question fulfilstiis context is to elicit
feedback or ‘elicit response’ /Camiciottoli, ZBOAfter the question there is the
pause of 3 seconds and the maintenance of the ayact that signal that the
lecturer is expecting their resgs®) either positive or negative.

Another example is when the question is used tcenaakumorous effect:

Here, the lecturer uses the question to create motous atmosphere by
talking about what is not present in the auditorishe wants the help but in reality
she does not have an assistant similar to therestdrom the videos she has
watched. Therefore, the controversy brings abautabghter.

Keeping the functions of the questions presentedvabour aim is to
understand what role the questions play in the ididry discourse. Thus, it
becomes clear from the analysis of the above meaticexamples, and many
more, that questions aim at providing the contynwit discourse by taking the
interaction from the beginning to the middle andrtho its end as one of the
most productive means to promote perception. Ia fgnse, our interpretation
of the phatic function to some extent overlaps \itightraditional interpretation.
We agree with its role of ‘saving communication’tbaot only ‘in marginal
phases’ /Laver, 1975: 218/. In our view, the phéticction aims at taking the
interaction to its logical end by eliminating anpgsible barriers during the
interaction in order to promote perception. Andstitiea is quite logical because
lectures as a genre in academic discourse areathawed with genre specific
elements that are recurrent and make the genreeotiownally patterned and
predictable to the members /Bhatia, 20P4ltridge, 2006/. Hence, we conclude
that those elements are also the ones that prothetperception of the genre
the best. Consequently, if they serve for promoting perception, they also
function for taking the communication to its lodiend. With this reasonable
perception of questions as a phatic token, we strally consider them as
restatements /Montgomery, 1977/ in the subsidiasgalirse that have the role
of providing its continuity. The idea is reconfirthavith the aforementioned
examples when the questions have verified the fulrthss of the preceding
idea in order to make the statement certain, hawsated the illusion of
involvement to hold the audience’s attention, haweated a humorous
atmosphere to release tension or tiredness or hatiated the interaction to
create the sense of ‘group membership’ /Schledd928yland, 1998/, this way
contributing to the continuity of the discoursé itis end.

After getting a more or less comprehensive picafreow questions function
in the subsidiary discourse we go on to analyzetimethe main ondn contrast to
the former plane, where the phatic function hasveotonally been characterized
as a function that has no semantic markednesssapdréely social /Malinowski,
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1923; Senft, 2009; Jakobson, 19&@&ver, 1975/, on this plane we see that its
comprehension changes abruptly and extends itep@gooal boundaries. Through
the analysis of questions as phatic tokens it leas Istated that the phatic function
has the role of providing the continuity of the sidliary discourse taking it to its
end. But how does it function at the level of theimdiscourse?

The thing is that whatever provides continuity fz tevel of the subsidiary
discourse, automatically structures the main dimuThis seems to be quite
reasonable because ‘structure consists of comgéitetements, which combine to
form larger elements, parts coming together to fatmoles’ /Reynolds, 1997: 684/.
To explain the idea it should be stated that wheingba token of a restatement in
the subsidiary discourse, they become a strucpandlof an episode /Montgomery,
1977/. In each episode they may come up as a eliffestructural unit such as an
‘informing’  token or a token of ‘prospective’ orretrospective focusing’
/Montgomery, 1977: 111/.

In the example it is shown that the question isirdarming token for this
episode and is what the lecturer is talking abouthe body of the episode after
beginning and before finishing it. While, when wmok at it at the level of the
subsidiary discourse we take it as a restatemerduse it expands the preceding
utterance by fostering the continuity of the sulasiddiscourse.

In the next example the question functions as &orival question in the
prospective focusing:

As we see questions have the feature of connetttetprmer episode with the
current one by functioning as a ‘generalized statgnof the subsequent discourse
topic’ /Montgomery, 1977: 113/.

The question is a structural part of retrospectbaising and signals the end
of the episode in the current example:

With the examples of the questions it has beencatdd that the phatic
function adheres structure to a lecture at thel lef/enain discourse through the
genre specific and recurrent elements that we balled phatic tokens. They may
function as tokens of informing and focusing.

To sum up, it should be stated that the role oftipfanction in academic
discourse is possible to understand only throughinkiestigation of this function
on the two planes of discourse: subsidiary and niEie role of phaticity on the
first plane is to provide the continuity of disceerby eliminating the possible
barriers that may prevent the discourse progressn Ehis perspective, the analysis
of the material has revealed that questions functigpropriately to stimulate the
continuity of the discourse: they verify the trutlmess of the idea, focus attention,
initiate feedback, etc. by removing the possibleribes that may obtrude the
discourse development and its perception. As femtlin discourse, it is structured
with the help of phatic tokens that not only aggas and parcel of each episode but
also connect them with one another. In this resppastions act as opening and
closing statements by signaling not only the beigiprbut also the end of any
speech act incorporated in the episode. They mpgaabetween the opening and
closing statements, in the body of the episodeo&sns that provide for the
continuity of the opening statement to the closing. Hence, we conclude that the
role of the phatic function in the overall discauis to ensure discourse continuity
and to structure the discourse.

ON THE METAPHORIC DEVELOPMENT
OF DEICTIC VERBS

The paper introduces the results of the study basethe assumption that the
idiomatic usage of deictic verbs develops sometiaddl semantic features which can
be characterized as metaphoric development of fiienary meaning. The paper will
present how items with a definite prototypical tieimeaning develop the emotional-
evaluative meaning fulfilling a pragmasemantic tior of deictability. The research is
determined by the necessity to study the structamdl semantic features of different
types of linguistic signs as well as by the antbramtric approach according to which
the language is observed not as an abstract systetnas a background for the
individual’'s communicative and cognitive activity.

Key words:deixis, deictic verbs, pragmasemantic functionptional-evaluative
meaning, phraseological unit/idiom, semantic metajzation, metaphorical extension

Throughout the whole history of language developmeamanges have
occurred continuously and regularly motivated bwyide variety of linguistic and
extralinguistic factors. The changes have takefemdint directions and affected
different layers and categories of language.

This study is an attempt to reveal the mechanismthase developments
according to a cognitive approach involving a coehgnsive analysis of language
data from linguo-pragmatic, semantic and functiqretspective. As is mentioned
not once in literature, cognitive linguistics hascbme a well-established field
within linguistic research manifesting the pecutias in the conceptualization and
further categorization of the real world that awbserved in linguistic categories
of various languages.

The research is aimed at a study of phrases witltideerbs of motion in
English with special reference to the metaphoiraprocesses accounting for the
rise of their idiomatic usage.

Before proceeding with the main ideas concernirggdbictic phrases under
study it is reasonable to introduce the basic featwf deictic signs as we
understand them in order to show how they fit thivsgeneral system.

The continued and long-standing interest in deagis linguistic and cognitive
phenomenon shows that it is in the mainstreamngtiistic thought and researdh.
is widely recognized among linguists that deixiaysl a paramount role in the use
and understanding of everyday language. Neverthelgirzen its theoretical
importance, this linguistic category is one of thest understudied core areas of
linguistics, especiallgemantically Assuming that the ‘deictic centre’ — the Origo

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(in K. Buhler's terminology) — is not always theesxer, deixis is dealt with here
from a much broader point of view and covers awater range of phenomena
including different linguistic means: grammatidakical, as well as phraseological.

Deixis is a universal phenomenon and every langusgea set of deictic
means which are frequently used and highly andesyatically categorised in
languages. The phenomenon of deixis is generaljsrdeed as a specific pragma-
semanticcategory which plays a significant role in the vgmpcess of human
communication. While interacting speaker and heginare a joint established aim.
For understanding to be successful between commimic partners both the
speaker and the hearer need to be simultaneoughbged in cognitive processes
within which they must be similarly oriented.

“Deixis” is the name given to categories of theidex and grammar that are
controlled by certain aspects of the communicaditgation in which the utterances
are produced. These aspects traditionally includer alia the identity of the
participants (the speaker and the hearer) in tlmrmamicative act, their location
and orientation in space, and the time at whichutterance containing the deictic
expression is produced. This is how deixis is agfiin most of contemporary
papers and primarily in the classical work by Kaiihler on the psychological and
linguistic foundations of deixis /Buhler, 1934.

Deixis is considered to etype of hominatiogonstituted by the meaning of
a linguistic sign being relativized to the situa@d context in which the sign is
used.Thus, at the heart of the notion of deixis is tlution of situation more
precisely that obpeech situatiarBeing linguistic evidence of howhatis said is
grounded in the context of the situation in whitksisaid, it provides an interface
linking language and situational context, the datiomal situation and the speech
situation.

We can say that deixis is conceptualized in termaroidealized cognitive
model and a deictic expression is one that buildsau'mental space' which
necessarily involves the conceptualization of seeaference point, the Origo, i.e.
the deictic center and the central issue of theleveypstem of deictic nomination.

The main semantic characteristic feature of deicig that they encode a
certain type ofrelation, the relation between the Origo and an intendésret.
Every act of such reference presupposes a commesthblished ground, from
which the pointing as a specific type of nominatstarts.

It is the default assumption that the ‘Origo’ opainting act coincides with
the speaker of the speech act. However, the ‘Ornigay be shifted to some other
person (or other point in space and time), a poedsch then has to be marked by
certain linguistic means.

It is for this reason that we argue for an extam®f Blhler's concept, in
which the centre of the deictic field is too nartpvassociated with the actual
speech act and the speaker. The scope of deitdiiors is much larger. There is
much in language that goes beyond this frameworlgréat variety of language
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units, mostly with very abstract meanings, havenb&mund to share deictic
characteristics, although they do not fit into ithterlocutor-place-time-of-utterance
format. Regarding deictic signs the main complaratio be aware of is that they
can also operate relative to a reference pointlwisiceither necessarily the actual
situation of utterance nor obligatorily associatéth the speaker. Thus, deixis in
its broad sense, as we understand it, is “a marfhgoint” in relation to which
actions and persons, phenomena, objects and ewntbe real world are
characterised.

Below we shall turn to illustrating how these olvsgions lead to the analysis
of deictic phrases.

Recent linguistic and psycholinguistic researcthmfield has shown that the
traditional approach to the study of idioms shdutdreconsidered and the existing
model of idiomaticity be regarded from a new anghenumerous publications on
the subject it has been convincingly pointed oat ih a particular context such
units undergo metaphoric changes as a result ofhwthie original (literal) and
figurative (metaphoric) meanings of the components brought to correlate to
develop some new senses and to make a new metaphor.

As is known, analyses along the lines of the stahdanception regularly
acknowledge the existence of deviations from treumed basic meanings. One
traditional solution attributes them to speakessbjectivity”, or to differences
betweemphysicalandpsychologicakpace or time.

How do deictibsesuch agomeandgo and
their causative counterpaising andtake acquire new senses in the process of
semantic metaphorization, gradually developingdahaluative meaning fulfilling
a pragmatic function of intention and evaluation®o the apparently emotional
function of this secondary semiosis process, deigérbs are very likely to
acquire new meanings for the sakeempressivity The meaning conveyed by the
phraseological unit using verbs of motion expreshesattitude of the speaker to
the speech event, his vision of the speech sitmattds to be noted here hat the
previous studies on deixis have paid little atiemtio emotional and evaluative
involvement of the speaker in the process of cotu@dization of the speech
event. And this is where idioms with their speclfiading come to be at play.

The majority of such units have figurative or tri@nsed meaning and are
based on the semantic relationship of metaphorn{gnanetaphorical extension).
As we know, metaphor is commonplace in languageaanidhportant characteristic
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of cognitive semantics. As natural language prangsmoves beyond surface-level
analyses into deeper semantic analysis, accuratdifidation and representation of
metaphoric meaning becomes more important.

In discussing metaphor, we proceed from Lakoff &oldnson’s definition, in
which one conceptual domain (the source) maps tthan domain (the target)
/Lakoff and Johnson, 1980/. Generally the souraealn is a concrete, everyday
domain that is used to elucidate a more abstrachadg the target. The
metaphoric nature of an idiom accounts for its rialidicity and results in the un-
predictability of the global meaning of the whoterh the literal meanings of the
constituent parts.

The motion verbs under study are commonly used UWoénally and
metaphorically. This distinction becomes far mokeacer when we consider and
compare both their literal and metaphorical meaninge see that the metaphoric
reinterpretation of word meanings is an active p@aculiar lexico-semantic process
of idiomatic derivation.

Analyzing these language means of space semantitiseir primary direct
nominative meaning we perceive the rules in the\déconcrete practical physical
activity of a human being, i.e. movement from sqtaee, say A, to another place
B. When looking at them in the light of cognitiveetaphorization mechanisms, we
reveal the direction of this secondary semiosiscggse, assuming that it is
preconditioned by discourse requirements and isas the literary meaning of
the words under study. This dynamic approach tawoeaning makes it possible
to perceive the metaphoric development of theditemeaning of the word under
the influence of the context. The nominative vatdig¢he new lexical meaning is
directly and closely connected with the meaninghef basic unit, what is actually
expressed in the nominative function of the derivevly acquired meanings, their
choice and collocability being syntagmatically pmeditioned by the use in the
sentence.

When used idiomatically deictic verbs do not inticphysical movement as
such, but actually a ‘change of state’. In idiomatsage the deictic centre (the
Origo) goes to “the normal state of being” or asided state”. It does not refer to
any physical location as such — what we usuallyehaten these verbs are used
literally. This “normal state” implies that a mabging both physically and
psychologically healthy, behaves in accordance wsiime norms, some rules
existing and working in the society and does wlia & normally expected to do.

As we know, these verbs when used literally do egrthe same meaning of
physical movement, but ioppositedirection (towards the Origo / away from the
Origo). The same is true when they are used metmally: the verbcomeconveys
movementtowardsthe normal state, i.e. some positive change isgoekpressed,
whereagyo indicates movemerawayfrom the normal state, i.e. negative change is
being implied. It is important to say that the a®of the word to be used in this or
that context depends on how the speaker evaluaesttation, this is his vision of
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the situation and the speech event. The speakeeHimhen usingjo considers the
resulting state as not normal.

The following sentencedllustrate widespread idiomatic uses of the verbs

Obviously, the verbs indicate opposite ‘directiorts/towardsthe normal state
andaway fromthe normal state.

Thus, idioms in whichcomeis used to express a change of state describe
changes that aiia the direction of normalityr in the direction opositively valued
conditions, whereas idioms witjo indicate movementiway from the normal or
desired,convey some deviation from the accepted norm aondrdingly arevalued
negatively.

One should emphasize once again that this kind of a@malerivation is
based on thditeral meaning of the lexemes constituting the phrase, their
movement in opposite directions.

Besides we assume that the positive orientatichef/erbcomemay be also
accounted for by the so-calldtbme base effecAs we know, the prototypical
meaning ofcomeis defined as “the movement towards the locatibrspeaker
and/or the hearer at either coding time or refexaimoe” as well as “movement
towards the ‘home-base’™. This ‘home babeing the location that the participants
of a described event are associated with, i.er tiigimative location, is universally
emotionally valued asiormal, usual, accepted, desired, saét¢. Thus, it is
commonly observed in many languages that the mativard the speaker’'s home
is usually described asoming and not goingregardless of whether or not the
speaker is actually located there.

It should be also noted that the semantic dichotofrigormal — abnormal’ is
relevant for the whole system of conceptualizabbremotions in languages, and
especially in English. Moreover, the opposition acafme and go based on this
feature of ‘normal — abnormal’ is preconditionedthgir deictic nature. As far as
the verbcomeindicates movement ‘towards the speaker/obsentes’ quite logical
to assume that the emotional state, described thighhelp ofcome, will be
evaluated as ‘normal’ and ‘positive’. And as thelvgo presupposes movement
‘away from the speaker/observer’, the emotionakestdescribed by this verb, will
be considered as ‘abnormal’ and negative’.

As can be seen from the examples adduced, the sdiith the global
meaning of ‘growing poor’, ‘becoming poor’, ‘losiradl money’more often convey
this meaning with the help of the vegb (mind: ‘come to poverty, whereas the
meaning of ‘getting rich’, ‘making a fortune’, ‘gnang rich’ goes to the verbome
And it is quite natural and logical to assume tlygtting poor’ is accepted as
something ‘negative’, ‘abnormal’, whereas ‘gettimgealthy’, ‘gaining success,
wealth or importance, on the contrary, as somethHimgmal’ with positive
connotation.

Examples of this kind prove that the lexical megnih an individual lexeme
constituting the phrase as well as the idiomatiamrey of the whole complex are
represented in the speaker's mind by complex sémapnfigurations. In other
words, the speaker is aware not only of the ovadiimatic meaning of the
phraseological unit but of the literal and metahoneanings of the constituent
parts as well. And quite often the interplay ofshditeral and metaphoric meanings
coexist in a very specific way in the speaker's mind togtdute the complicated
semantic configuration of an idiom.

And as there is no rule without exception, it isrttomentioning that this
general observations in some rare cases do not. Wik data we have at our
disposal show that to a degree we cannot overgtatethese verbs invariably
indicate movement in the hypothesized direction.

Summarising the aforesaid it is possible to sagt the new values of deictic
signs can be created as a result of various serrgtntis, by semantic development
of a lexeme. In this kind of enrichment of lexicaistems metaphor participates
actively and plays a great role.

In view of the fact that languages vary with respgedhe degree to which they
grammaticalize or lexicalize deixis, that even sfiplly similar languages may
differ considerably in various details and eachha deictic dimensions could be
elaborated into a set of semantically and pragmlfficelated deictic categories, it
is worth exploring the subtleties of the deictistgyns in different languages taking
into account different distinctive features, such @mormativity, desirability,
intention and others. But this might be a taskafseparate research.

The EU Erasmus mobility programme is one of theydat international
student exchange programmes in the world, whichsbpported already more than
three million participants since 1987. It bringgether more than four thousand
academic institutions and companies across 33 desrdand aims at boosting the
participants’ job prospects by encouraging inteamat mobility and promoting the
development of personal skills, such as intercaltawareness, openness, and
flexibility /European Commission, 2014: 4/.

According to data from the Organisation for Ecornon@o-operation and
Development (OECD), the mobility of internationatudents has significantly
increased in the past four decades, from 250,00098b to approximately 3.7
million in 2011. UNESCO suggests that there arer o2& million students
studying in a country other than their origin cayfOECD, 2011: 320/.

In the expanding global labour market need for gaéels who have the right
skills to enter employment is increasingly risin§tudent mobility is any
opportunity for students to work or study abroadlsttundertaking their degree
programme — whether undergraduate or postgradilatan be botlincomingand
outgoing in the form of bilateral exchange or one-way stuayoad. Global
competencies such as cultural awareness, langudtle @d adaptability are
valued by employers, and outward mobility is regardas critical to the
development of graduates who are able to operate giobal market place. As
European Commission states: “These periods of spent abroad help young
people to gain the skills they need to thrive ia lBbour market both today and in
the future. As well as boosting job prospects, fitgbalso contributes to personal
development by opening minds to new experiences caftdres” /A Statistical
Overview of the ERASMUS Programme in 2011-12: 20/.
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Outbound programmes for student mobility may alsolude internships,
research, elective modules, study visits, formatient exchanges. Students may
undertake part of their internship (with appropitgarning outcomes) as a short-
term training abroad to provide them with an in&tional perspective to their
programme of study. Research may be chosen torimucted in external research
institutions, universities, industries or commusstithrough mutual agreement
between supervisors, or to participate in reseaotlaborations.

However, the decision to study abroad is not ay eas to make, and many
students reported that the availability of fundititg total cost of the experience,
levels of personal safety and security and thetatjom or perceived quality of the
host location were key factors they considered wheaking their decision. When
considering studying abroad, the students examimeationed a number of barriers
including; fear of isolation, insufficient fundindack of knowledge regarding
available opportunities, lack of language skillsnadl as language training options,
and the potential impact on degree length /Euro@&anmission.

Teds main mission is to provide favourable atmosphane tools in the most
creative way, so as they are able to unleash thsit potential, imagination and
believe they can make a difference.

The project uses tea as the second most widelyuowet drink in the world.
Tea is known and loved by most people, regardléssgmtionality, age or race. It
unites people around the tea table both during dbrind non formal occasions.
Thus, tea drinking time is usually used for thirgkimeflecting or socializing. But
the main inspiration of the project is an Indiaraqe activist, ecologist Satish
Kumar, who took tea as a peace offering to thedesadf four states in 1956. He
went on foot without any money to London, Paris,setmwv, and Washington DC.

They
discussed numerous issues they were concerned. &iadents had a lot of team
work, trying to figure out the causes and consegegrmf the proposed problems,
as well as thinking about how they can be solvédabyTtouched upon the following
fields of social life - Ecology, Climate, Educatjoffechnology, Healthcare,
Communication, Wars, Politics, Urban infrastructlEthics. Some of the discussed
issues involved:transport, traffic jams/congestion, global warminggcology/
pollution, safety of nuclear power plants, destimttof green zones, deforestation,
lack of drinking water, epidemics/diseases, adverngeng effects, killing the stray
dogs, discrimination, corruption, lack of civic nilily, mismanagement of
economy, migration, unemployment, terrorism, hunt@fficking, insufficient
funding of education, technology addiction, facdaoe relationship being
replaced by virtual world, lack of skills, lack siilled/innovative young educators,
overcrowded classrooms

One of the important activities requiring a lot @kativity and cooperation
wasMission Impossiblewhere four teams had each to accomplish thdirwathin
the allocated time. During the activity the teams:

» shot a TV commercial for their new brand of tea
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» opened a new a Facebook pagee4TeaYSU, Armenia”, gathering 30+

likes in 15 minutes.

Besides the commercial, students developed a padovideo collection of
the whole working process, whichasv uploaded on YouTube /https://www.

The participants were later divided into three teaeach focusing on one
topic to research and develop their messaygar, Terrorism and Corruption .
After their messages had been devised, the studtarted the creative part of the
project, the design of the tea package to be sethdir chosen addressee. On
December 18, 2017 the three teams presented their final esnltfront of the
panel and guest students at “the Loft” art and reaitement center, during the
International Tea day event. A short summary chgaresentation is given below:

The ‘War” team spoke about dire consequences of the latteuoeveryday
life, health, education and economy in particuldrey showed how the absence of
war could bring to peace, economic growth, gooctation and healthcare. A book
was designed which when opened, turns into admwgn twith pictures of a dark
side affected with war and the bright side withivilig life in all spheres of life.

Everybody should understand the serious conseqgsafdhis evil on healthcare,
education, defense and other spheres. There iggemtuneed to instill in every
individual the sense of responsibility to stop aigg in any unfair and corrupt
practices. The team decided to take their messagpeison to Transparency
International office in Yerevan.

The third team developed their messagelerrorism. Terrorism was called
one of the biggest threats to humanity which doeis have mercy for anyone
anywhere. The students made a half open globe t@éhpackets in it offering
possible solutions. Members of the team also pieflzgy pins at the spots which
had been affected by the biggest terrorist attaGkdisequently, each student
mentioned one and lit the bengal fire over it tonoeemorate the victims. At the
end of the presentation they asked the panel mentbealke a packet of tea and
read out loud the solutions they offer. The globd the message was due to be
taken to the UNO office in Yerevan.

All the above mentioned activities were carried within the frames of non-
formal education, with a lot of games, team workative drawing and handwork.
